Transition Talk

Welcome to “Transition Talk,” a feature that will be
included in the Shepherd’s Staff newsletter every
month to provide updates related to the pastoral
leadership transition that begins with Pastor Kathy’s
departure on April 15.

The Congregation Council has formed three teams to
guide the efforts of the transition period:

e Call Committee. This team leads congregation-wide
visioning activities; develops the congregation

profile including future state aspirations as
informed by the visioning process; completes
appropriate reports and documents as required by
the Synod Call Process; and facilitates the candidate
search and selection process. The Call Committee is
led by Troy Koch.

e Process Facilitation Team. This team serves as
facilitator for transition planning efforts including
discussions, meetings, processes and related
communication; ensures current day leadership
and management of the congregation as provided
by the Council is coordinated with future state and
visioning efforts; identifies voids within congrega-
tion functions and brings these voids to the atten-
tion of the Council for consideration and response;
and mentors and supports members of the interim
ministry team. The Process Facilitation Team is led
by Mark Ledogar.

e Transition Leadership Team. This team provides
overall guidance for the transition period and en-
sures coordination among all congregation leaders.
The team includes Gail Frost (Congregation Council
President), Troy Koch (Call Committee Chair), Mark
Ledogar (leader of the Process Facilitation Team)
and Deaconess Debbie Speer (staff representative).

More information about participation on the Call
Committee and Process Facilitation Team will be
available starting May 1. In the meantime, please
contact Gail, Troy, Debbie, or Mark with questions.

Initial conversations with the Synod’s interim ministry
team are signaling the likely placement of an interim
minister after June 1. Pastor Kerstin and Lynn Railsback
(Chair of the Worship, Music and the Arts Committee)
are maintaining a worship leadership plan and have
scheduled clergy to lead worship through June.
Additional ministry leadership roles provided by Pastor
Kathy have been documented and leadership of these
various functions has been identified and engaged.

All transitions — including pastoral leadership transi-
tions — can be very emotional, stressful, and scary. But
times of transition are also an opportunity to recast a
vision, reenergize hope, and reengage the community.
Let us join together in prayer-filled embrace of all of
these emotions and opportunities, with the assurance
that “God’s got us,” and we’ve got one another in this
time, and for the time that lies ahead.



SUSTAINABILITY

Good Shepherd's Sustainability Team

As you've noticed, our gardens at Good Shepherd are waking up from
their winter sleep. Look for the little pasque flowers planted near the
steps to the sanctuary; they just started blooming in time for Easter!
These were purchased using previous years' Easter donations.

While it is tempting to take advantage of the warm days to tidy around
your own garden, resist the urge until temperatures are well into the 50s
overnight. That will give the slumbering pollinators and lightning bug

larvae a chance to wake up and not be thrown out with the yard waste B : =
Good Shepherd’s Memorial Garden

or ground up in a mulcher. Many of our native bees hibernate in hollow
stems left standing over winter, so if you need to tidy a bit, chop and drop the stems out of sight near the original plant
to give the bees a chance to wake up. Take a moment to walk around and tidy up trash that may have blown in during
the winter, but it is still too early to remove all of the leaves or chop things to the ground.

With this in mind, we're also looking ahead to maintaining our grounds and facilitating programming through the year;
we need YOU to help steward God's creation and encourage appreciation of it.

Please consider joining the Sustainability Team on either an ongoing basis or as part of a one-off event, including:

Volunteer at a One Earth Film Festival event (see below!)
Further explore the connection of Sustainability and Social Justice
Organize a meditative walk or play day at Thatcher woods to appreciate the benefits of nature

Source or write sustainability focused content for the Shepherd's Staff
Facilitate the Christmas Re-giftables Market or a Free to a Good Home swap
Continue to use the separate waste streams and compost appropriately
Help GSLC make a good first impression by maintaining our grounds:
e The Rainbow Garden on the corner will ‘creep’ this year as the plants start to fill in. Careful weeding of the
garden will help us maintain a tidy look while it fills in.
e Help us discern updates for the Randolph Street side regarding the failing Japanese yews. Volunteers with
chainsaws are particularly needed for removal!
e WEe'll need continued care of the grounds with spring, summer, and fall work days, including refreshing
the Bee Lawn with plantings of spring ephemerals, and editing of Ginger’s Garden to remove invasive
plants and the Randolph berm to encourage balance in plantings.

FROM OUR PASTOR

As | write my final “Pastor’s Column” during Holy Week,

| am reminded of the prayer of Jesus just before his
arrest that is found in the Gospel of John 17. In the
prayer, Jesus prays for himself and his actions, his
disciples, and those who will become believers long after
his ascent into heaven.

In his prayer for himself, Jesus begins with a request that
his coming actions bring glory to God and help people
see God more clearly. If there has been a prayer that |
have had for myself as pastor of Good Shepherd, it was
the same. My prayer was not that | might be successful
or exalted, but rather that God was glorified. My prayer
was that in my sermons, leadership directions and ac-
tions, you were able to see God more clearly. | have such
a clear sense of the Divine mystery active in my life in
good times and hard times. God is a constant and ever-
present companion in my life. | have wanted my actions
and words to reflect God’s presence in the world in order
that others can have the same assurance.

Next Jesus prays for the disciples who have walked his
earthly journey with him for several years. He prays for
their protection, that they are not troubled by the evil
one. Throughout our fifteen and a half years together |
have often prayed for your safety. Sometimes those
prayers were for individuals going through hard times;
those who were struggling with various obstacles. There
were prayers when finances at Good Shepherd became
tight, when we endured staffing changes, or when partic-
ular ministries were struggling. Then there have been the
bigger prayers, such as when we had the fire. “Protect
them, Lord,” has often been my prayer.

Within that prayer was often a prayer that each of you

as individuals trust and lean into one another as commu-
nity. I've thanked God for the collective strength of Good
Shepherd. I've thanked God for the way that you care for
and protect one another. You truly are amazing people.
Especially in my last few years as Associate to the Bishop,
| know that a community that uses its strength to fight
with one another eventually loses all of its energy and
strength for outreach. I've come to see that as the work
of the evil one — congregational members who would
rather fight to prove a particular point, rather than using
that energy to spread the word of God to people in the
surrounding community. Even so, as | began this journey
towards leaving, my prayer has been, “Keep them safe,

Lord. Keep them safe.” | pray that my
departure pulls you together as a
community; that each of you finds a
way to use your gifts for the sake of
building the community and spread-
ing God’s word.

Lastly Jesus prays for those who will

become believers in the future. | feel a powerful prayer
for newer and future members of Good Shepherd. As
you feel my absence you may feel compelled to move
towards the security of

people whom you already know well from years of inter-
actions as community. Push against that contentment.
There are many new people among you. There are many
people who have recently begun worshipping at Good
Shepherd. Find ways to connect with them. Don’t wait
for someone else to introduce you. Don’t expect others
to make the connections. Don’t wait for them to take the
first step. Remember what it felt like to walk in that door
when you were new and reach out.

Jesus wasn’t praying for the future believers because he
wanted to build a huge church, but rather because he
desperately wanted to connect people to the Divine. As |
stated in the beginning that is my goal —and | know it is
yours. The heart of the Trinity is a community with room
for every new person. The heart of Good Shepherd beats
best when you reach outside of yourselves and bring
new people into the community. My only sadness is that
| won’t be around to see the fruition of the new people
joining the congregation and putting their stamp on it.
Even so, | am absolutely certain that what lies ahead

for Good Shepherd is a time of growth — in numbers,
finances, and ministry. | can feel it.

More than anything, always, always believe with all of
your heart that God is with you. Even the challenges are
places where God can shine through you. Take bold
steps. Say yes. Cross new bridges. Even when you can’t
see where the future is leading, have the courage to take
a step towards the future that you want to build.

| thank you so much for this amazing chapter in my life
and career. | pray for your future.
